INNEHALL

Kursen syftar till att doktoranden ska kunna identifiera och lyfta fram ett sammanhang i
sitt avhandlingsprojekt dar det materiella har betydelse, samt skriva en publicerbar
forskningsartikel om detta sammanhang. Kursen har formen av en workshop dit ett par
internationellt framstaende forskare som arbetar inom temat bjuds in i egenskap av
mentorer och bollplank. De inbjudna forskarna tilldelas en eller flera doktorander vilka i
god tid innan workshopen kan diskutera de individuella projekten. Under workshopen
presenterar samtliga deltagare sin forskning och sina projekt. Kursen avslutas med att
doktoranden utvecklar sitt projekt till en publicerbar artikel under handledning av de
involverade lararna.

COURSE PLAN
LEARNING OUTCOMES

In order to pass the course, students are expected to be able to:

- identify a research problem in which materiality plays a significant role, plus
critically and constructively analyse a number of intersections in different socio-
material relations

- give an oral presentation of this research in an international context and
formulate their work as an academic article

COURSE CONTENT

The aims of the course are for the student to identify and explore a context in which
materiality is significant for their doctoral research, and to produce a publishable
research article on this topic. The course takes the form of a workshop to which a pair of
internationally recognised researchers will be invited as mentors and as a sounding
board. The invited researchers will be assigned one or more students in advance of the
workshop so that they can discuss the individual projects together. During the workshop
each participant will present their research and their individual project. The course ends
with the student developing their project as a publishable article with guidance from the
teachers.

MANDATORY ELEMENTS

Completion of all assignments, including the written assignments and questions in
advance of each course session.

EXAMINATION



The course will be examined through oral presentation of a material context relevant to
the student’s thesis topic, active participation in the workshop, and completion of an
academic article on the topic of the project.

INSTRUCTION AND WORKING FORMS

The teaching will take the form of lectures, seminars, and supervisions.

The language of instruction is English.
